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The University of Hawai'i's 2.2 meter (88 inch) Telescope
was the first large telescope constructed on Mauna Kea.
Its early results demonstrated to the world how good a
site Mauna Kea is for astronomical observations. It has
also been used for developing new large-format

detectors.
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The NASA Infrared Telescope Facility (IRTF) is optimized
for infrared observations. Observers using the telescope
spend a lot of time studying the planets, asteroids, and
comets in our Solar System.
