The Very Long Baseline Array (VLBA) is a system of ten
radio telescope antennas. From Mauna Kea on the Big
Island of Hawai'i to St. Croix in the U.S. Virgin Islands,
the VLBA spans more than 8,000 kilometers (5,000
miles), achieving the sharpest vision of any telescope.

Submillimeter Array
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Submillimeter Antenna: 6m/19.7° (x8)

The Submillimeter Array (SMA) is the world's first imaging
interferometric ~ telescope at the  submillimeter
wavelengths. The eight antennas can be moved to
different positions to change angular resolution and
sensitivity. Together they achieve the same resolution as
an aenna 0.5 kilometers (0.3 miles) across.
