IRS 4 (Infrared Source 4) is a massive star being formed 
in the S 106 nebula. Its mass is about 20 times that of 
the Sun, and its strong light illuminates the surrounding 
nebula. Observations with the Subaru Telescope 
revealed a lot of brown dwarfs in this region, whose 
  masses are much less than that of the Sun.
